O U R  A P P R O A C H
We believe in 5 core principles to support youth as they move from
institut ional  care into independence.

Housing is one of the most basic human needs.  We want our
youth to know that they can focus their  t ime and attention on their
education and work rather than worry about  where they wil l  lay
their  head that night.  

Safe Housing

We ensure that our youth have their  basic needs met throughout
the month so that they can focus on their  education and bui lding a
savings account.

Food and basic needs allowance

Academic support/ scholarship

Through a partnership with Generations Home, each youth has an
experienced care team behind them to help lead and guide them
towards independence. 

Care team

By providing funding for youth to graduate from high school or
col lege, we ensure that youth wil l  have the education needed to
obtain employment on their  path to independence.

Spiritual mentorship
Apart from God, none of this is  possible.   We work to ensure that
youth receive spir i tual  mentorship to guide them through everyday
l i fe.
